 WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 23, Section 23-8 Exception to Bid 14 

Requirements, (6) Bids and Contracts from Other entities, and Section 23-9 15 

Cooperative Purchasing, the City Manager is authorized to procure supplies, 16 

materials, equipment, and services from other governmental units, when the best 17 

interests of the City would be served subject to the requirement that any purchase in 18 

excess of $50,000 requires City Commission approval; and  19

 WHEREAS, pursuant to Code of Ordinances, Chapter 23, Section 23-12, 21 

Procedures for purchases in excess of $50,000, item (7) Change Orders, states any 22 

change in the contract price, scope of work or time for completion of any project 23 

following the award of a contract shall be by a written change order, approved by the 24 

City Manager and executed with the same formalities as the contract, and the City 25 

Manager may approve any change orders so long as the total sum of all change orders 26 

does not exceed the total amount awarded by the City Commission by more than 27 

either ten percent of the contract cost or $50,000.00, whichever is less; and  28

 WHEREAS, on March 6, 2024, via Resolution No. 2024, the Mayor and City 30 

Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach authorized the utilization of the TIPS 31 

Contract No. 211001 to contract with Provincial South, Inc. d/b/a/ PSI Roofing to 32 

replace the roofs on the Public Works Fleet and Mechanical Buildings; and 33

 WHEREAS, upon removal of the roofing material from the Fleet Building, it was 35 

determined the underlay of plywood had deteriorated and required replacement, which 36 
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was beyond the original scope of the project and cost an additional Seventeen 37 

Thousand Six Hundred and Eighty-Eight Dollars ($17,688) to ensure the building is 38 

weather-proof and watertight; and  39

 WHEREAS, Staff recommends that the Mayor and City Commission find it in 41 

the public interest to authorize a change order to The Interlocal Purchasing System 42 

(TIPS) Cooperative, Contract No. 211001, Job Order Contracting (JOC), with PSI 43 

Roofing, for the purpose of reroofing the Fleet building, requesting an additional 44 

Seventeen Thousand Six Hundred and Eighty-Eight Dollars ($17,688) for a revised 45 

project total of One Hundred Forty-Six Thousand, Six Hundred and Eighty-Eight 46 

Dollars ($146,688), and authorize the City Manager to execute relating documents. 47

order to the agreement pursuant to the Interlocal Purchasing System (TIPS) 55 

Cooperative, Contract No. 211001, Job Order Contracting (JOC), with PSI Roofing, 56 

for the purpose of reroofing the Fleet building, requesting an additional Seventeen 57 

Thousand Six Hundred and Eighty-Eight Dollars ($17,688) for a revised project total 58 

of One Hundred Forty-Six Thousand, Six Hundred and Eighty-Eight Dollars 59 

($146,688), and authorize the City Manager to execute relating documents. 60
