[bookmark: _Hlk163647034]A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, CONSIDERING THE APPLICATION BY MALTESE DIPLOMAT OWNER, LLC, FOR A PLANNED DEVELOPMENT OVERLAY AMENDMENT TO MAJOR DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL FOR THE DIPLOMAT GOLF COURSE TOWER 200 PROJECT (SHELL BAY RESORT) LOCATED AT 501 DIPLOMAT PARKWAY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


	WHEREAS, the Applicant, Maltese Diplomat Owner, LLC, has filed an Application with the City of Hallandale Beach (“City”) requesting a Planned Development Overlay (PDO) Major Amendment to a component of the previously Approved Major Development Plan for the Diplomat Golf Course Project (the “Project”), specifically for the Tower 200 site at the Shell Bay Resort (formerly known as Diplomat Golf Course), located at 501 Diplomat Parkway (the “Property”); and
WHEREAS, the Property described herein is zoned CR-P (Commercial Recreational (Passive) district) and is located within the Recreation Future Land Use Map (FLUM) category; and
WHEREAS, on March 2, 2016, following an application by the previous owner, Diplomat Golf Course Venture, LLC, the City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach (“City Commission”) assigned the Property a Planned Development Overlay (PDO) District, and also approved the Major Development Plan, Development Agreement, Rezonings, Conditional Use, and Variance for the project; and
WHEREAS, the Project was originally approved as a 30-story building with 274 hotel units, and the applicant is proposing a reduction to a 21-story structure with 108 hotel units, a reduction in the number of off-street parking spaces from 850 spaces to 640 parking spaces, along with other revisions to the originally approved development plan for this parcel; and
WHEREAS, the proposed amendments to the major development approval are reflected in Attachment “1” hereto; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 32-186(j), of the City Code of Ordinances (the “Code”) relating to approved PDO projects, City Commission action is required for major changes to an Approved Major Development Plan for a Project in Planned Development Overlay District; and
WHEREAS, the City Commission held a quasi-judicial public hearing as provided by law to review the Application; and
WHEREAS, as set forth in the cover memo, Staff has determined that the Application meets the criteria of the applicable City codes and ordinances for such a request, and that the proposed amendments to Tower 200 does not depart from the principal concept of the approved Major Development Plan and the applicable ratio for the uses thereof; and 
[bookmark: _Hlk158631618]	WHEREAS, Staff has recommended approval of the proposed Amendment and hereby recommends that the Mayor and City Commission consider the Application for the amendment to the major development plan subject to the condition that the parties must execute an amendment to the Development Agreement consistent with the changes approved herein. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.	Incorporation of Recitals. The foregoing “whereas” clauses are incorporated herein.
SECTION 2.	Findings.
Based upon substantial competent evidence presented on the record at the public hearing, the City Commission hereby makes the following findings:
a. The proposed Major Amendments to Tower 200 and reduction in off-street parking do not depart from the principal concept of the approved major development plan for the Shell Bay Resort (former Diplomat Golf Course and Country Club) Project.
b. The proposed Major Amendments are compatible with the City’s existing and future land uses and development regulations and the applicable ratio for the uses on the Approved Major Development.
c. The City Commission has determined that the proposal will result in significant improvements to the City of Hallandale Beach.
