	WHEREAS, on April 24, 2024, a City sanitation employee failed to yield the right-of-way, resulting in a collision with a vehicle operated by Frederico Benavidez, causing property damage and bodily injuries; and

	WHEREAS, in July of 2024, the City resolved the property damage portion of the claim for Eight Thousand Seven Hundred Fifty Five Dollars and Seventy Eight Cents ($8,755.78); and 
	
	WHEREAS, the parties have recently reached a settlement agreement, subject to City Commission approval, to resolve Mr. Benavidez’s bodily injury claim for Twelve Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($12,500), bringing the total settlement amount in this matter to Twenty One Thousand Two Hundred Fifty Five Dollars and Seventy Eight Cents ($21,255.78); and  

	WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission, being fully advised of the facts of this matter, believe it is in the best interests of the City to resolve this claim in lieu of proceeding to litigation and accepts the proposal for settlement. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.	The foregoing “Whereas” clauses are incorporated herein.

SECTION 2.	The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager and City Attorney to settle the bodily injury claim with Frederico Benavidez  in the amount of Twelve Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($12,500), in exchange for the execution of the appropriate release by Mr. Benavidez, and further authorizing the City Manager and City Attorney to execute any and all necessary documents to effectuate the settlement of the case. 
 
SECTION 3. 	This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
